In the Shop Again…

Hi, Everybody,
I’m hoping that if this idea meets with El Presidente’s (aka_Rocket Rod) approval, that it will

become a normal thing in our Club Newsletter. I’m kinda trying to help Rod out and make our
newsletter a little more interesting for the membership. We’ll see how this pans out!

It’s Sunday afternoon at about 5:00. I had something I wanted to do after Church today. I had
purchased an official ‘HippieStiffener’ casesaver reinforcing bar from Alan Boethel (Alias ‘Old Hippie’)
at a rally recently. I like it. It’s a clean and simple design. He told me that it was made of Stainless
steel which gave me an idea. When you get an Official HippieStiffener from the factory, it comes with
a gloss black finish. Nice, however, I wanted to add a bit more ‘flash’ to Ol’Faithful (my ’03 Voyager),

So I took the part, took the black finish off with a wire wheel, and hand sanded it with 400 grit, then
600 grit sandpaper (I didn’t go lengthwise, I used the sandpaper like you’d use a polishing cloth on
your shoe-put the sandpaper around the bar and held it with my hands on both ends while running
the sandpaper over the bar like you would a polishing cloth. It seemed to work really well.) After a
couple of once-overs with Mother’s metal polish, the finish looked like chrome. All of this took a little
over an hour. Since tomorrow is Memorial Day, I have a ‘wrench day’ planned for Ol’Faithful, I have



some new plastic I want to install, and I’m going to install new case savers with the ‘HippieStiffener’.
She should come out looking a lot better, and with the addition of a new front tire, she’ll be ready for
the National Rally!
